1. English teachers made use of the library
period and NET lessons to do shared
reading with students. The topics and levels
of the books chosen were suitable for
students. They enjoyed the shared reading

session.

2. All students took part in the Epic online
reading platform. About 20% of the students
had regular reading habit on Epic. They
read extensively on the platform. Others
read occasionally or when teachers assigned
ebooks to them. A total of 15583 books and
1989 hours were read on the platform in this

school year.

3. In this school year, students went to
school in the mix of online and half- day
real-person mode. There were a lot of
limitations in carrying out speaking-related
activities. Teachers did not manage to

arrange students to do book sharing in class.

4. When the pandemic got better in March,
English department collaborated with the

Library and carried out a series of reading

1. The reading atmosphere is
building up and enhanced this year
through all the efforts of the
English teachers and collaboration
with the Library. There are still
some inert readers who need more

motivation though.

2. Different free resources were
provided to students to encourage
them to read more, e.g. Epic,
Reakworks, Creative English
Scheme trial accounts. These are
reliable resources, both good for
being teaching resources and
students’ independent learning

materials.

3. The annual reading activities
were welcomed and supported by
teachers, students and parents.

Teachers set up accounts for all students
in their classes in Epic! and encourage
them to read extensively. Teachers assign
reading regularly on Epic!. Teachers
update the reading levels of the students
regularly to reinforce a positive reading

atmosphere.

Teachers created some videos introducing
the selected authors, assigned the
corresponding ebooks to students, designed
the post-reading tasks, and recorded video
demonstrations presenting “My favourite
scene”. All students were invited to record
their own videos sharing their favourite
scenes of the selected authors. A total of 77
videos were uploaded to the Google
Classroom in this reading activity. The
climax of the reading activities was Book
Character Day. About 60% of teachers and
students dressed up as their favourite book

characters.

5. The digitalisation of the book set
“Keywords with Peter and Jane” was
completed. Teachers recorded the reading
demonstration and saved these videos on
Google Drive which was accessible by all
students. An activity booklet of the Reading
Aloud Programme was also designed and

printed for all students.
